Improvements Project

A The first phase of the project will begin August 2014 to construction new sidewalks,
crosswalks, landscaping, lighting, irrigation, and furnishings as part of the revitalization
plan for the Downtown Commercial area. Phase 1 will construct improvements on
Commerce Avenue from Washington Way through the Broadway Intersection.
Engineering design is complete for the entire focus area (Commerce Avenue from
Washington Way to Hemlock Street). Construction of the first phase will be completed
in 2014; the second phase will be constructed when additional funding is secured.

When will this
project start?

A: The design was paid for with a $150,000 grant from the Cowlitz County Rural
Economic Development Fund. Construction of Phase 1 improvements is estimated to
How much cost $1.8 million, paid for with grants received from the Cowlitz County Rural Econom-
ic Development Fund, Department of Ecology Stormwater Retrofit, and LID grants for
pervious concrete, direct appropriation administered by the Department of Commerce,
and funds allocated by WSDOT through the Transportation Alternatives Program.
Though Phase 2 construction is not yet funded, the City has applied for additional fund-
ing to complete the downtown improvements. If that money is forthcoming,, a second
phase of construction could start in 2015.

A The identifying color for this project is GREEN. There are GREEN signs around

A The City of Longview’s Contractor, RC Northwest, will be restoring three blocks of
Contractor Commerce Avenue from the Broadway Intersection to Washington Way beginning on
Information?

RC Northwest will work with businesses/residents individually as
needed to minimize impacts. The project will be completed by the end of the year.
