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Enforcement of window tint laws will be increased
In order to foster a safer driving environment within our community, the Longview Police Department will be increasing the enforcement of window tint laws.
Understanding that some people may not realize that illegal window tint has been applied to their vehicles, the Longview Police Department will be educating motorists and issuing warnings until September 1, 2007.  After that date, citations may be issued.   

There has been a noticeable increase in illegally tinted automobile windows in recent months.  Many motorists are not aware that there is a maximum level of window tint that may be applied to certain windows of an automobile.  There are also certain types of window tint or film that are illegal at any level.  Any window tint that is beyond the legal limit, or type, subjects the driver of the automobile to being pulled over and issued a traffic infraction.   The primary purpose of the window tint law is to ensure adequate visibility through the vehicle’s windows, thereby reducing the risk of a collision.
The application of excessively dark window tint to a vehicle can increase the likelihood of traffic collisions by reducing the drivers’ ability to see pedestrians, vehicles or other road obstacles during all types of driving conditions but especially at night.  A recent study showed that a pedestrian viewed through heavily tinted windows can barely be seen at night.
