Connect to the Longview Library’s Wi-Fi
New Wi-Fi equipment has been installed at the Longview Public Library, and the public can once again connect to the Internet through their laptops or other Wi-Fi capable devices.  The first time you come to the library to use the Wi-Fi, you will need to go to the Information Desk to get a user name and password that will last for 30 days.
Due to an illegal download of two movies onto laptops back in December and January, the City had to shut down its Wi-Fi connection.  The download was discovered by a representative of Warner Brothers and World-wide Sony who were able to track it to the City’s wireless network in Seattle, and further traced it to the library’s IP address.  The library’s new equipment requires Wi-Fi users to register to use the Internet on their laptops, allowing the City to track who is illegally downloading material.
